GSM Supply Terminals

Supply Power 12vdc being shown.
Polarity does not matter as shown in picture.



GSM Powering Up Unit

1. Power on to unit will light the Green LED solid on
2. Yellow Status LED will flash 4 times quickly on power on
3. Yellow Status LED will then start to flash every one second
4. Yellow Status will flash a further 4 times quickly to indicate 

communications between the board and GSM are connected.
5. On the small GSM board there will be an LED flashing, at power on it will 

flash every second, once a Network has been found it will flash briefly 
every 3 seconds.

6. Only when all the above are correct will the GSM be ready for use.



GSM Start

1. Put All Switch to On Position
2. Text RS101
3. This will then pulse Relay 1 on for 1 

second only
